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Wrongful Death Lawsuit

Ortho-McNeil Pharmaceuticals Inc. and
Johnson & Johnson, makers of the Ortho
Evra contraceptive patch, are facing a
nearly $150 million lawsuit in the 2003
death of 17-year-old Ashley Lewis. The
lawsuit, filed in the 22nd Judicial Circuit
Court of Missouri in St.Louis, alleges that
the companies failed to adequately warn
the public and health care providers about
the increased risk of thromboembolitic
events with the patch. Ms. Lewis’s doctors
are also being sued for allegedly failing to
advise her to discontinue use of the patch

and failing to properly diagnose and treat
her when she repeatedly reported symp-
toms of adverse reactions to the patch. Or-
tho-McNeil and the Food and Drug Ad-
ministration recently updated the
product’s warning section to say that the
patch has a higher steady-state concentra-
tion and a lower peak concentration than
oral contraceptives. The steady-state con-
centration for ethinyl estradiol is about
60% higher for the patch, according to the
new prescribing information. Spokesman
Michael J. Beckerich said the companies
would not comment on the litigation.

Sexual Assault Treatment Guidelines

The U.S. Department of Justice is once
again under fire for its 2004 guidelines for
the treatment of sexual assault survivors.
Planned Parenthood Federation of Amer-
ica and the American Civil Liberties Union
criticized the Justice Department for re-
fusing to release certain records related to
the development of the guidelines. Re-
productive rights groups had previously
slammed the national protocol for failing
to address the use of emergency contra-
ceptives for sexual assault victims. A coali-
tion of these groups submitted a request
for documents to the Justice Department
in an attempt to figure out why emer-
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tests showed no clinically significant changes in serum glucose levels from baseline to cycle six. A small proportion of women will have
persistent hypertriglyceridemia while using oral contraceptives. Changes in serum triglycerides and lipoprotein levels have been reported
in combination hormonal contraceptive users. 9. ELEVATED BLOOD PRESSURE. An increase in blood pressure has been reported in
women taking oral contraceptives and this increase is more likely in older oral contraceptive users and with continued use. Data from the
Royal College of General Practitioners and subsequent randomized trials have shown that the incidence of hypertension increases with
increasing concentrations of progestogens. Women with a history of hypertension or hypertension-related diseases, or renal disease
should be encouraged to use another method of contraception. If these women elect to use NuvaRing®, they should be monitored closely
and if significant elevation of blood pressure occurs, NuvaRing® should be discontinued. For most women, elevated blood pressure will
return to normal after stopping hormonal contraceptlves and there is no difference in the occurrence of hypenenswon between former

Women should be counseled that this product does not protect against HIV infection (AIDS) and other sexually diseases.
INDICATIONS AND USAGE: NuvaRing® is indicated for the prevention of pregnancy in women who elect to use this product as a method
of contraception. Like oral contraceptives, NuvaRing® is highly effective if used as recommended in this label. In three large clinical tri-
als of 13 cycles of NuvaRing® use, pregnancy rates were between one and two per 100 women-years of use. Table |1l lists the pregnancy
rates for users of various contraceptive methods.

The onset or of migraine or p of headache with a new pattern which is recur-
rent, persistent, or severe requires discontinuation of NuvaRing® and evaluation of the cause. 11. BLEEDING IRREGULARITIES. Bleed-
ing Patterns. Breakthrough bleeding and spotting are sometimes encountered in women using NuvaRing®. If abnormal bleeding while
using NuvaRing® persists or is severe, appropriate investigation should be instituted to rule out the possibility of organic pathology or
pregnancy, and appropriate treatment should be instituted when necessary. In the event of amenorrhea, pregnancy should be ruled out.

Cigarette smoking increases the risk of serious cardiovascular side effects from combination oral contraceptive use. This risk
increases with age and with heavy smoking (15 or more cigarettes per day) and is quite marked in women over 35 years of
age. Women who use hormonal including NuvaRing®, should be strongly advised not to smoke.

NuvaRing® and other contraceptives that contain both an estrogen and a progestin are called combination hormonal contraceptives. There
is no epidemiologic data available to determine whether safety and efficacy with the vaginal route of administration of combination hor-
monal contraceptives would be different than the oral route. The use of oral contraceptives is associated with increased risks of several
serious conditions including my: infarction, stroke, hepatic neoplasia, and gallbladder disease, although the
risk of serious morbidity or mortality is very small in healthy women without underlylng risk factors. The risk of morbidity and mortality
increases significantly in the presence of other underlying risk factors such as hypertension, hyperlipidemias, obesity, and diabetes. The
information contained in this package insert is principally based on studies carried out in women who used oral contraceptives with for-
mulations of higher doses of estrogens and progestogens than those in common use today. The effect of long-term use of oral contra-
ceptives with lower doses of both estrogens and progestogens remains to be determined. Throughout this labeling, epidemiologic studies
reported are of two types: retrospective or case control studies and prospective or cohort studies. Case control studies provide a mea-
sure of the relative risk of a disease, namely, a ratio of the incidence of a disease among oral contraceptive users to that among non-users.
The relative risk does not provide information on the actual clinical occurrence of a disease. Cohort studies provide a measure of attrib-
utable risk, which is the difference in the incidence of disease between oral contraceptive users and non-users. The attributable risk does
provide information about the actual occurrence of a disease in the population. For further information, the reader is referred to a text on
epidemiologic methods. 1. THROMBOEMBOLIC DISORDERS AND OTHER VASCULAR PROBLEMS. a. Thromboembolism. An increased
risk of and disease with the use of oral contraceptives is well established. Case control studies
have found the relative rlsk of users compared to non-users to be three for the first episode of superficial venous thrombosis, four to 11
for deep vein thrombosis or pulmonary embolism, and 1.5 to six for women with predisposing conditions for venous thromboembolic
dlsease Cohort studies have shown the relative nskto be somewhat lower, about three for new cases and about 4.5 for new cases requir-

In general, these stud\es indicate an approximate
two-fold increased risk, which corresponds to an additional one to two cases of venous thromboembolism per 10,000 women-years of
use. However, data from additional studies have not shown this two- -fold increase in risk. It is unknown if Nuvang® has a different risk
of venous thr than second jon oral A two- to four-fold increase in relative risk of post-operative
thromboembolic complications has been reported with the use of oral contraceptives. The relative risk of venous thrombosis in women
who have predisposing conditions is twice that of women without such medical conditions. If feasible, combination hormonal contra-
ceptives, including NuvaRing®, should be discontinued at least four weeks prior to and for two weeks after elective surgery of a type asso-
ciated with an increase in risk of thromboembolism and during and following prolonged immobilization. Since the immediate postpartum
period is also associated with an increased risk of hormonal such as NuvaRing®, should
be started no earlier than four to six weeks after delivery in women who elect not to breast-feed. The clinician should be alert to the ear-
liest manifestations of thrombotic disorders (thrombophlebitis, pulmonary embolism, cerebrovascular disorders, and retinal

Ectopic as well as intrauterine pregnancy
may occur in contraceptive failures. PRECAUTIONS. 1. GENERAL. Women should be counseled that this product does not protect
against HIV infection (AIDS) and other sexually transmitted diseases. 2. PHYSICAL EXAMINATION AND FOLLOW-UP. It is routine
medical practice for women using NuvaRing®, as for all women, to have an annual medical evaluation including physical examination and
relevant laboratory tests. The physical examination should include special reference to blood pressure, breasts, abdomen, pelvic organs
and vagina (including cervical cytology). In case of undiagnosed, persistent or recurrent abnormal vaginal bleeding, appropriate meas-
ures should be conducted to rule out malignancy. Women with a family history of breast cancer or who have breast nodules should be
monitored with particular care. 3. LIPID DISORDERS. Women who are being treated for hyperlipidemias should be followed closely if
they elect to use NuvaRing®. Some progestogens may elevate LDL levels and may render the control of hyperlipidemias more difficult.
4. LIVER FUNCTION. If jaundice develops in any woman using NuvaRing®, product use should be discontinued. The hormones in
NuvaRing® may be poorly metabolized in women with impaired liver function. 5. FLUID RETENTION. Steroid hormones like those in
Nuvang® may cause some degree of fluid retention. NuvaRing® should be prescribed with caution, and only with careful monitoring,
in women with conditions which might be aggravated by fluid retention. 6. EMOTIONAL DISORDERS. Women who become significantly
while using hormonal , such as NuvaRing®, should stop the medication and use another method
of contraception in an attempt to determine whether the symptom is drug related. Women with a history of depression should be care-
fully observed and NuvaRing® discontinued if significant depression occurs. 7. TAMPON USE. On rare occasions, NuvaRing® may be
expelled while removing a tampon (see EXPULSION). Pharmacokinetic data show that the use of tampons has no effect on the systemic
absorption of the hormones released by NuvaRing®. 8. TOXIC SHOCK SYNDROME (TSS). Cases of toxic shock syndrome have been
associated with tampons and certain barrier contraceptives. Very rare cases of TSS have been reported by NuvaRing® users; in some
cases the women were also using tampons. No causal relationship between the use of NuvaRing® and TSS has been established. If a
patient exhibits signs or symptoms of TSS, the possibility of this diagnosis should not be excluded and appropriate medical evaluation
and treatment initiated. 9. CONTACT LENSES. Contact lens wearers who develop visual changes or changes in lens tolerance should be
assessed by an ophthalmologist. 10. DRUG INTERACTIONS. Changes in C iated with C
of Other Drugs. Contraceptive effectiveness may be reduced when hormonal with some
anticonvulsants, and other drugs that increase metabolism of contraceptive steroids. This could resuh in unintended pregnancy or break-
through bleedmg Examples include lvin, rifampin, phenytoin, car felbamate, oxcar-
bazepine, topiramate, and modafinil. Women may need to use an additional contraceptive method when taking such medications. Several
of the anti-HIV protease inhibitors have been studied with of oral hormonal
changes (increases and decreases) in the mean AUC of the estrogen and progestin have been noted in some cases.

An increased risk
of myocardial infarction has been attributed to oral contraceptive use. This risk is primarily in smokers or women with other underlying
risk factors for coronary artery disease such as hypertension, hypercholesterolemia, morbid obesity, and diabetes. The relative risk of
heart attack for current combination oral contraceptive users has been estimated to be two to six. The risk is very low in women under
the age of 30. Smoking in combination with oral contraceptive use has been shown to contribute substantially to the incidence of myocar-
dial infarction in women in their mid-thirties or older with smoking accounting for the majority of excess cases. Mortality rates associ-
ated with circulatory disease have been shown to increase substantially in smokers, over the age of 35 and non-smokers over the age of
40 among women who use oral . Oral the effects of well-known risk factors, such as hyper-
tension, diabetes, hyperlipidemias, age, and oheswty In particular, some progestogens are known to decrease HDL cholesterol and cause
glucose |nt0|erance while estrogens may create a state of hyperinsulinism.

Oral contracep-
tives have been shown to increase both the relative and attril risks of events ic and hemorrhagic
strokes), although, in general, the risk is greatest among older (>35 years), hypertensive women who also smoke. Hypertension was
found to be a risk factor for both users and non-users, for both types of strokes, while smoking interacted to increase the risk for hem-
orrhagic strokes. In a large study, the relative risk of thrombotic strokes has been shown to range from three for normotensive users to
14 for users with severe hypertension. The relative risk of hemorrhagic stroke is reported to be 1.2 for non-smokers who used oral con-
traceptives, 2.6 for smokers who did not use oral contraceptives, 7.6 for smokers who used oral contraceptives, 1.8 for normotensive
users and 25.7 for users with severe hypertension. The attributable risk is also greater in older women. d. Dose-related risk of vascular
disease from oral contraceptives. A positive association has been observed between the amount of estrogen and progestogen in oral con-
traceptives and the risk of vascular disease. A decline in serum high-density lipoproteins (HDL) has been reported with many progesta-
tional agents. A decline in serum high-density lipoproteins has been associated with an increased incidence of ischemic heart disease.
Because estrogens increase HDL cholesterol, the net effect of an oral contraceptive depends on a balance achieved between doses of
estrogen and progestogen and the nature and absolute amount of p used in the The activity and amount of
both hormones should be considered in the choice of a hormonal cuntraceptlve e. Persistence of risk of vascular disease. There are two
studies that have shown persistence of risk of vascular disease for ever-users of oral contraceptives. In a study in the United States, the
risk of ial infarction after di ing oral ives persists for at least nine years for women 40-49 years old
who had used oral contraceptives for five or more years, but this increased risk was not demonstrated in other age groups. In another
study in Great Britain, the risk of developing cerebrovascular disease persisted for at least six years after discontinuation of oral contra-
ceptives, although excess risk was very small. However, both studies were performed with oral contraceptive formulations containing
50 micrograms or more of estrogen. It is unknown whether NuvaRing® is distinct from combination oral contraceptives with regard to
the occurrence of venous or arterial thrombosis. 2. ESTIMATES OF MORTALITY FROM CONTRACEPTIVE USE. One study gathered data
from a variety of sources that have estimated the mortality rate associated with different methods of contraception at different ages
(Table Vi the full prescribing information). These estimates include the combined risk of death associated with contraceptive methods
plus the risk attributable to pregnancy in the event of method failure. Each method of contraception has its specific benefits and risks.
The study concluded that with the exception of oral contraceptive users age 35 and older who smoke and age 40 and older who do not
smoke, mortality associated with all methods of birth control is low and below that associated with childbirth. The observation of a pos-
sible increase in risk of mortality with age for oral contraceptive users is based on data gathered in the 1970’s, but not reported until 1983.
However, current clinical practice involves the use of lower estrogen-dose formulations combined with careful consideration of risk fac-
tors. Because of these changes in practice and, also, because of some limited new data which suggest that the risk of cardiovascular dis-
ease with the use of oral contraceptives may now be less than previously observed, the Fertility and Maternal Health Drugs Advisory
Committee was asked to review the topic in 1989. The Committee concluded that although cardiovascular disease risks may be increased
with oral contraceptive use after age 40 in healthy non-smoking women (even with the newer low-dose formulations), there are also
greater potential health risks associated with pregnancy in older women and with the alternative surgical and medical procedures which
may be necessary if such women do not have access to effective and acceptable means of contraception. Therefore, the Committee
recommended that the benefits of low-dose oral contraceptive use by healthy non-smoking women over 40 may outweigh the possible
risks. Although the data are mainly obtained with oral contraceptives, this is likely to apply to NuvaRing® as well. Women of all ages who
take hormonal contraceptives, should take the lowest possible dose formulation that is effective and meets the needs of the individual
woman. 3. CARCINOMA OF THE REPRODUCTIVE ORGANS AND BREASTS. Numerous epidemiologic studies have been performed on
the incidence of breast, endometrial, ovarian, and cervical cancer in women using combination oral contraceptives. The risk of having
breast cancer dlagnosed may be shghtly increased among current and recent users of combination oral contraceptives. However, this
excess risk appears to decrease over time after COC discontinuation and by 10 years after cessation the increased risk disappears. Some
studies report an increased risk with duration of use while other studies do not and no consistent relationships have been found with dose
or type of steroid. Some studies have found a small increase in risk for women who first use COCs before age 20. Most studies show a
similar pattern of risk with COC use regardless of a woman’s reproductive history or her family breast cancer history. In addition, breast
cancers diagnosed in current or ever oral contraceptive users may be less clinically advanced than in never-users. Women who curremly
have or have had breast cancer should not use hormonal contraceptives because breast cancer is usually a hormonally sensitive tumor.
Some studies suggest that oral use has been with an increase in the risk of cervical intraepithelial
neoplasia in some populations of women. However, there continues to be controversy about the extent to which such findings may be
due to differences in sexual behavior and other factors. In spite of many studies of the relationship between oral contraceptive use
and breast and cervical cancers, a cause-and-effect relationship has not been established. It is unknown whether NuvaRing® is distinct
from oral contraceptives with regard to the above statements. 4. HEPATIC NEOPLASIA. Benign hepatic adenomas are associated with
oral contraceptive use, although the incidence of benign tumors is rare in the United States. Indirect calculations have estimated the attrib-
utable risk to be in the range of 3.3 cases per 100,000 for users, a risk that increases after four or more years of use. Rupture of rare,
benign, hepatic adenomas may cause death through intra-abdominal hemorrhage. Studies from Britain have shown an increased risk of
developing hepatocellular carcinoma in long term (>8 years) oral contraceptive users. However, these cancers are extremely rare in the
US and the attributable risk (the excess incidence) of liver cancers in oral contraceptive users approaches less than one per million users.
It is unknown whether NuvaRing® is distinct from oral contraceptives in this regard. 5. OCULAR LESIONS. There have been clinical case
reports of retinal thrombosis associated with the use of oral contraceptives. NuvaRing® should be discontinued if there is unexplained
partial or complete loss of vision, onset of proptosis or diplopia, papilledema, or retinal vascular lesions. Appropriate diagnostic and ther-
apeutic measures should be undertaken immediately. 6. HORMONAL CONTRACEPTIVE USE BEFORE OR DURING EARLY PREGNANCY.
Hormonal contraceptives should not be used during pregnancy. Extensive epidemiologic studies have revealed no increased risk of birth
defects in women who have used oral contraceptives prior to pregnancy. Studies also do not suggest a teratogenic effect, particularly in
so far as cardiac anomalies and limb reduction defects are concerned, when oral contraceptives are taken inadvertently during early preg-
nancy. Combination hormonal contraceptives, such as NuvaRing®, ‘should not be used to induce withdrawal bleeding as a test for preg-
nancy. NuvaRing® should not be used during pregnancy to treat threatened or habitual abortion. It is recommended that for any woman
who has not adhered to the prescribed regimen for use of NuvaRing® and has m\ssed a menstrual period or who has missed two con-
secutive periods, pregnancy should be ruled out. 7. GALLBLADDER DISEASE. hormonal such as
NuvaRing®, may worsen existing gallbladder disease and may accelerate the deve\opment of this disease in previously asymptomatic
women. Women with a history of combination hormonal contraceptive-related cholestasis are more likely to have the condition recur with

ion hormonal use. 8. CARBOHYDRATE AND LIPID METABOLIC EFFECTS. Hormonal contraceptives
have been shown to cause a decrease in glucose tolerance in some users. However, in the non-diabetic woman, combination hormonal
contraceptives appear to have no effect on fasting blood glucose. Prediabetic and diabetic women should be carefully observed while tak-
ing ination hormonal ives, such as ing®. In a clinical study involving 37 NuvaRing®-treated subjects, glucose tolerance

rugs. of atorvastatin and certain oral contraceptives containing ethinyl estradiol increase AUC val-
ues for ethinyl estradiol by approximately 20%. Ascorbic acid and acetaminophen may increase plasma ethinyl estradiol levels, possibly
by inhibition of conjugation. CYP 3A4 inhibitors such as itraconazole or ketoconazole may increase plasma hormone levels.
Co-administration of vaginal miconazole nitrate and NuvaRing® increases the serum concentrations of etonogestrel and ethinyl estradiol

C hormonal some synthetic
estrogens (e.g., ethinyl estradiol) may inhibit the metabolism of other compounds. Increased plasma concentrations of cyclosporine,
prednisolone, and theophylline have been reported with of oral In addition, oral contracep-

tives may induce the conjugation of other compounds. Decreased plasma concentrations of acetaminophen and increased clearance of
temazepam, salicylic acid, morphine and clofibric acid have been noted when these drugs were administered with oral contraceptives.
11. INTERACTIONS WITH LABORATORY TESTS. Certain endocring and liver function tests and blood components may be affected by
combined hormonal a. Increased pi and factors VII, VIII, IX and X; decreased antithrombin 3, increased
norepinephrine-induced platelet aggregability. b. Increased thyroid-binding globuhn (TBG) Ieadlng to increased circulating total thyroid
hormone, as measured by protein-bound iodine (PBI), T4 by column or by radioimmunoassay. Free T3 resin uptake is decreased, reflect-
ing the elevated TBG; free T4 concentration is unaltered. c. Other binding proteins may be elevated in serum. d. Sex hormone-binding
globulins are increased and result in elevated levels of total circulating sex steroids; however, free or biologically active levels either
decrease or remain unchanged. e.

OF FI TY. In a 24-month carcinogenicity study in rats with subdermal implants releasing 10 and 20 g etonogestrel per day, (approx-
imately 0.3 and 0.6 times the systemic steady-state exposure of women using NuvaRing®), no drug-related carcinogenic potential was
observed. Etonogestrel was not genotoxic in the in vitro Ames/Salmonella reverse mutation assay, the chromosomal aberration assay in
Chinese hamster ovary cells or in the in vivo mouse micronucleus test. Fertility returned after withdrawal from treatment (see WARN-
INGS). 13. PREGNANCY. Pregnancy Category X (see CONTRAINDICATIONS in the full prescribing information and WARNINGS). Teratol-
ogy studies have been performed in rats and rabbits using the oral route of administration at doses up to 130 and 260 times, respectively,
the human NuvaRing® dose (based on body surface area) and have revealed no evidence of harm to the fetus due to etonogestrel.
14. NURSING MOTHERS. The effects of NuvaRing® in nursing mothers have not been evaluated and are unknown. Small amounts of
contraceptive steroids have been identified in the milk of nursing mothers and a few adverse effects on the child have been reported,
including jaundice and breast enlargement. In addition, contraceptive steroids given in the postpartum period may interfere with lactation
by decreasing the quantity and quality of breast milk. Long-term follow-up of children whose mothers used combination hormonal con-
traceptives while breast-feeding has shown no deleterious effects on infants. However, women who are breast-feeding should be advised
not to use NuvaRing® but to use other forms of contraception until the child is weaned. 15. PEDIATRIC USE. Safety and efficacy of

uvaRing® have been in women of repi age. Safety and efficacy are expected to be the same for postpubertal ado-
lescents under the age of 16 and for users 16 years and older. Use of this product before menarche is not indicated. 16. GERIATRIC USE.
This product has not been studied in women over 65 years of age and is not indicated in this population. 17. VAGINAL USE. NuvaRing®
may not be suitable for women with conditions that make the vagina more susceptible to vaginal irritation or ulceration. Some women
are aware of the ring at random times during the 21 days of use or during intercourse. During intercourse some sexual partners may feel
NuvaRing® in the vagina. However, clinical studies revealed that 90% of couples did not find this to be a problem. NuvaRing® may inter-
fere with the correct placement and position of a is therefore not as a back-up method with
NuvaRing® use. 18. EXPULSION. NuvaRing® can be acmdemally expelled, for example, while removing a tampon, during intercourse, or
with straining during a bowel movement. NuvaRing® should be left in the vagina for a continuous period of three weeks. If the ring is
accidentally expelled and is left outside of the vagina for less than three hours contraceptive efficacy is not reduced. NuvaRing® can be
rinsed with cool to lukewarm (not hot) water and reinserted as soon as possible, but at the latest within three hours. If NuvaRing® is lost,
anew vaginal ring should be inserted and the regimen should be continued without alteration. If NuvaRing® is out of the vagina for more
than three continuous hours: During Weeks 1 and 2: If NuvaRing® has been out of the vagina for more than three continuous hours dur-
ing the 1st or 2nd week of use, contraceptive efficacy may be reduced. The woman should reinsert the ring as soon as she remembers.
A barrier method such as condoms or spermicides must be used until the ring has been used continuously for seven days. During
Week 3: If NuvaRing® has been out of the vagina for more than three continuous hours during the 3rd week of the three-week use period,
the woman should discard that ring. One of the following two options should be chosen: 1. Insert a new ring immediately. Inserting a new
ring will start the next three-week use period. The woman may not experience a withdrawal bleed from her previous cycle. However, break-
through spotting or bleeding may occur. 2. Have a withdrawal bleeding and insert a new ring no later than seven days (7x24 hours) from
the time the previous ring was removed or expelled. This option should only be chosen if the ring was used continuously for the pre-
ceding seven days. A barrier method such as condoms or spermicides must be used until the new ring has been used continuously for
seven days. 19. DISCONNECTED RING. There have been reported cases of NuvaRing® disconnecting at the weld joint. This is not
expected to affect the contraceptive effectweness of Nuvang® In the event of a disconnected ring, vaginal discomfort or expulsion (slip-
ping out) is more likely to occur (see EXPULSION). If a woman discovers that her NuvaRing® has disconnected, she should discard the
ring and replace it with a new ring. ADVEHSE REACTIONS. The most common adverse events reported by five to 14% of women using
NuvaRing® in clinical trials (n=2501) were the following: vaginitis, headache, upper respiratory tract infection, vaginal secretion, sinusi-
tis, weight gain, and nausea. The most frequent system-organ class adverse events leading to discontinuation in one to 2.5% of women
using NuvaRing® in the trials included the followmg device-related events (foreign body sensation, coital problems, device expulsion),
vaginal inal secretion), headache, emotional lability, and weight gain.

If NuvaRing® is broken, it does not
release a higher dose of hormones. Serious ill effects have not been reported following acute ingestion of large doses of oral contracep-
tives by young children. There are no antidotes and further treatment should be symptomatic.

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gency contraception was not included in
the protocol. Although the Justice De-
partment provided a set of documents
used to develop the preliminary protocol,
it did not release earlier drafts. Eric Hol-
land, a Justice Department spokesman,
said that he would not comment on the
document request but said that there was
a “victim-centered approach” at the heart
of the national protocol and that physi-
cians were encouraged to discuss all ap-
propriate treatment options with patients.

Challenge to lllinois Contraceptive Rule
The Illinois regulation mandating that
pharmacies that carry contraceptives must
dispense all valid prescriptions for contra-
ceptives, including emergency contracep-
tion, is being challenged in court. The
American Center for Law and Justice filed
a lawsuit in the U.S. District Court for the
Central District of Illinois in Springfield, in
December saying that the regulation in-
fringes on the rights of pharmacists under
the religious liberty provisions of the First
Amendment and violates other state laws.
The group represents five pharmacists who
have been fired or suspended and two oth-
ers. Illinois Gov. Rod R. Blagojevich (D) is-
sued an emergency regulation last April; it
was made permanent in August. The gov-
ernor plans to vigorously defend the rule
and a woman’s right to access valid pre-
scription drugs, according to his spokesper-
son, Abby Ottenhoff. Pharmacies that sell
contraceptives have an obligation to fill the
prescriptions without lecture and without
delay, she said.

Teen Pregnancy Legislation

The latest effort to prevent teen pregnan-
cy is new legislation, introduced in the U.S.
House of Representatives last December,
which would create grants to develop pro-
grams aimed at delaying sexual activity
and helping parents communicate with
teens about sexuality. The Teen Pregnan-
cy Prevention, Responsibility, and Oppor-
tunity Act (H.R. 4644), was introduced by
Rep. Robert Menendez (D-N.J.). If enact-
ed, the legislation would provide funds to
local educational agencies, state and local
public health agencies, and nonprofit
groups to educate sexually active teens and
those at risk of becoming sexually active
about the responsibilities of parenting.

Ban on False Information
The Health and Human Services Depart-
ment may not deliberately disseminate
false or misleading scientific information
under a recent federal law. The provision,
part of the fiscal 2006 HHS appropriations
law;, also prohibits the questioning of sci-
entific advisory panel nominees about
their political affiliation, voting history,
and positions on topics unrelated to the
capacity in which they are to serve. “If
your doctor gives you misleading scientif-
ic information, it’s called malpractice,”
said Dr. Francesca Grifo, senior scientist
and director of the scientific integrity pro-
gram at the Union of Concerned Scien-
tists. “It should already have been illegal
for political appointees in government
posts to knowingly provide false informa-
tion, so this ban at HHS represents a mod-
est but important first step in ensuring sci-
entific integrity in federal policy making
and better health care for us all.”
